THE HOUSEPLANTS have a 7' on
Red Circus Records (816 E St SE/ Wash DC 20003/ 111 Stoney Run Rd/ Wilm DE 19809). | think this
band broke up and formed MENTHOL whom have a demo on the same label, then again maybe I'm
full of shit. MARCUS HOOK are still putting out records their latest on Neck Records, | guess these

Unitarian
Universalist Church (120 Willa
Rd/ Newark DE) | know it sounds
weird but, some pretty good
shows have been going on here,
most, recently a show with
Damnation (from Wash, DC)
Walleye, Pitchblende (Wash, DC)
and Unwound (Olympia, ‘WA).
Thanks to Jade Tree frontman
Darren Walters for organizing
such a great event, and look
forward to many more. Lots of
good shows go on in strange
places, saw WALLEYE play with
SCHROEDER at Scorers which is
normally a bikers pizza joint. So
look around you might find your

favorite band playing in a place
you least expect it (like
Mcdonalds). On a final note we
have a new zine here which |
think kicks ass.
